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Structure, Governance & Management

Governing Document:

First registered as a Charity on 28th December 2011  then registered as a Scottish Charitable
Incorporated  Organisation  (SCIO) whose constitution was signed 26th January 2012.

Trustee Recruitment & Appointment:

A person shall not be eligible for election or appointment to the board  unless they are an
Ordinary Member of the organisation or has been nominated for election/appointment to the
board by an Ordinary Member which is an organisation.

At each AGM the Ordinary Members may elect any Ordinary Member to be a Charity
Trustee.   At each AGM,  all of the Charity Trustees must retire from office I but may then be
re-elected  under clause 58 of the constitution.

Membership of the Trust is open for residents of Earlston, any person wishing to apply must
sign a written application for membership which will then be considered by the Trustees.

Objectives & Activities

The Charities Charitable Purpose:

As set out in the `Constitution' and `The Charities and Trustee Investments(Scotland) Act
2005' the purpose(s) of Earlston Community Development Trust SCIO are the following:-

•      The advancement of citizenship or community development
•       The provision of recreational facilities,  or the organisation of recreational activities, with

the object of improving the conditions of life for the persons for whom the facilities or
activities are primarily intended

•      The advancement of environmental protection or improvement

Any other purpose that may reasonably be regarded as analogous to any of the preceding
purposes.

Its aim is to help the village of Earlston develop facilities that can be owned and managed
by the people of Earlston for the benefit of the whole community.

Earlston Community Larder

SFu°NMDMUNiTy

Following the successful grant application to the Lottery's "Together
for our Planet" fund to set up a Community Larder we have been busy
this year developing this proj.ect.

The Community Larder will benefit everyone in the village as well as stopping surplus food
going to landfill so reducing food waste.  In addition to this we have ran two seed and
seedling swap events and three home-grown fruit and vegetable swap events over the year
again encouraging the community to reduce food waste and also to try growing their own
fruit and vegetables.

These events were well attended and a variety of people brought a variety of different seeds,
seedlings and produce along and we had some attendees keen to have a go at growing their
own from the surplus.

October we had an Apple Press and people brought their surplus apples along and we
pressed a variety of different apples into some lovely juice. Whilst working on the monthly
seed swaps in the village we asked  Lauder Larder to join  us.   They supported and
encouraged  us to set up a Larder in  Earlston and then the Earlston Community Larder was
started.

The Community Cafe volunteers (Earlston  parish Church)  had  heard that we were looking
for premises to hold the Larder and they approached us in the late summer to offer a space
at their cafe on a Wednesday 10.30am-12pm.
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Achievement & Performance Cont'd

The first session of the Community Larder at the Church  Hall in  Earlston was the 30th of
November 2022.    Since then, we have been open every Wednesday and we added in the
2nd Saturday of the month.

The Community Cafe is also now open an additional session a month on
that day and  provides free tea and coffee to those in the community who
come down to use the Larder,  but also as an additional cafe and warm
Space.

We collect surplus food from the local Co-op and  Premier stores and
welcome donations from the local community.   We are lucky to get a
Fareshare delivery twice a month and this maintains the basics that we
can offer to those who are in  need of food.

We also accept cash donations from the Larder users and have been
able to buy basic hygiene products, tinned meat,  pasta sauces and a
few other staples.   This added bonus of cash  is a welcome addition that
we did  not expect.

The health centre staff have been very supportive
by being a  named collection point for donations
when we are not open at the church hall and offer
collection from there for emergency parcels.

We now have a group of 15 volunteers.

Going forward we plan to audit the use of the larder in  May 2023 and
put out a questionnaire to the community via a  Facebook poll to canvas
the views of Earlston  users.
